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RULES AND REGULATIONS

Dear Member:

The following is an excerpt from the By-laws of the Pearl River-Nauraushaun Swim
Club and rules and regulations for the protection and benefit of all members. These
rules and regulations have been established not only to assure safe and sanitary
operation of the pool and facilities but also to assure a place of great enjoyment for
you. Parents are requested to acquaint their children with these rules and to caution
them to observe all rules and obey instructions of the pool managers and other
employees. Any failure to comply with these rules shall be considered sufficient
cause for immediate suspension of pool privileges for the offending member. Failure
to comply may also be considered sufficient cause for cancellation of membership.

ADMISSION OF MEMBERS

a. The Club shall have a regular membership and an associate membership. The
regular membership may only be issued to the head of the household. A household
shall be defined as a family permanently living together, consisting of head of
household, spouse, all unmarried children who have not reached their twenty-first
(21st) birthday by July 1 of the current year, and all adult dependents living in the
household who are not self-supporting because of a permanent disability. Associate
memberships shall consist of all members of a family living together over the age of
twenty-one (21), also a mother, father, or mother-in-law or father-in-law not gain-fully
employed, living permanently with a regular member. The fee for associate
membership is $75 per person and applications are available in the Club office.

b. Only a person who is at least twenty-one (21) years of age, a resident of the Pearl
River Fire District or Pearl River School District, and whose membership is not
detrimental to the welfare and aims of the Club, may be admitted to membership.

c. Regular members over 60 years of age with 20 years of Club membership may
apply for senior membership. If interested, information regarding senior membership
is available in the Club office or at www.pearlriverswimclub.com.  Senior
membership is limited to 95 members.



CLUB HOURS

a. Weekdays, Saturdays and Holidays --10:00 AM to 8:30 PM. Sundays --12 Noon to
8:30 PM. NOTE: Pool closes at 8:00 PM. Grounds must be vacated by 8:30 PM.

b. Areas of the pool may be reserved for group or individual swim instruction, said
areas to be marked by means of rope and floats.

c. The pool may be closed for maintenance operations, health conditions, weather, or
any other reason deemed sufficient by the Pool Manager.

d. The pool schedule is posted on the Club's web-site at
www.pearlriverswimclub.com

e. The manager in conjunction with the Board of Directors Social Committee may
designate special nights for adult or teenage swims. Special events are posted on
the Club’s web-site at www.pearlriverswimclub.com.

GENERAL ADMISSION TO CLUB AREA

a. Regular guests: A guest privilege shall consist of admission to the pool area of
each individual for the entire day schedule. No guests will be admitted on Labor Day.
The Club’s Board of Directors, at its discretion, may limit the maximum number of
guests permitted during a season.

b. Special Guests: Babysitters (MEMBER ASSUMES RESPONSIBILITY) are
permitted only in place of parents. Babysitters must be at least 15 years of age,
attested to in writing by the head of the household. A Babysitter pass for the season
may be purchased for $100 at the Club office. A one-day babysitter guest pass (if
accompanied by a letter from the member (head of household)) is available at the
regular guest rate.

c. Guests may enter only with the sponsoring member and the conduct of the guests
is the direct responsibility of the sponsoring member. Any member bringing in ten
(10) or more guests on any one date must provide a list identifying each individual
guest by name and for children by name and age.

d. Members are prohibited from using the Club premises for personal gain; such as
Day Care, or any other business activity.



e. Guest Rates:
Weekdays — $5.00 ea. adult 18 years and older; $4.00 ea. Child 2 through 17 years.

Weekends and Holidays -- $8.00 ea. adult 18 years and older; $6.00 ca. child 2 years
through 17 years.

e. NO MONEY WILL BE ACCEPTED AT THE POOL OFFICE. Members having
guests will be billed at the end of the swimming season.

RULES GOVERNING ADMISSION OF
CHILDREN TO CLUB AND POOL AREA

a. In determining age, the age of the child as of September 15 of each year shall be
the controlling date.

b. ADMISSION OF CHILDREN UNDER 10 YEARS OF AGE TO CLUB AND POOL
AREA: Children under 10 years of age must be accompanied by an adult member of
the household or a responsible household member 15 years of age or over.
QUALIFIED SWIMMERS under 10 years of age may enter pool unaccompanied
provided parents are in the club area. NON-SWIMMERS 4 through 10 years of age,
may use the main pool but must be accompanied by a household adult or a
responsible household member. Children under 4 years of age will not be permitted
in the main pool.

c. ADMISSION OF CHILDREN OVER 10 YEARS OF AGE TO CLUB AND POOL
AREA: QUALIFIED SWIMMERS between the ages of 10 and 12 who have passed
the basic swimming tests under the supervision of a pool manager and/or his
assistants may be admitted to the pool unaccompanied by an adult. NON-
SWIMMERS will not be allowed in the deep section of the pool until they have
passed basic swimming tests.

d. No members of a family under the age of 13 may bring guests; guests of children
between 13 and 15 must be at least 13 years old. A member under the age of 13,
will only be allowed to bring in one guest under the age of 15.

e. ADMISSION OF CHILDREN TO CLUB AREA AFTER 6 PM All children under 16
years of age must be accompanied by adult member of the household after 6 PM.

f. SPECIAL RULES: Swimming area may be cleared of children at the discretion of
the pool manager for the purpose of allowing adults to use the pool. Adult swim
typically occurs at the discretion of the pool manager for thirty minutes at both 2:00
pm and 4:00 pm each day.



The Kiddie Pool will be limited to children under 8 years of age. No metal or rigid
plastic toys will be allowed in the Kiddie Pool. Children must be supervised by an
adult other than the LIFE GUARD.

The Slide may be used by children 4 years of age and older but children under 48
inches and height must be supervised by an adult that is not a swim club staff
member while using the slide.

g. SWIMMING INSTRUCTIONS: Swimming and diving instructions and water safety
programs will be conducted by pool personnel. Schedules will be posted for these
activities. During instruction periods, sections of the pool will be restricted for this use.
Other water activities will be considered as time and progress permits.

MEMBER OBLIGATIONS AND CONDUCT

a. Membership cards are issued to each individual member of the family that is an
adult or a child that is a Qualified Swimmer, which means the child has passed the
swim test administered to children 10 years of age and older that permits the child to
come to the pool unaccompanied by an adult and are NOT TRANSFERABLE.

b. Misuse of membership cards will result in immediate expulsion from Club grounds
of the particular unauthorized person and suspension and possible expulsion from
the Club for the entire household membership.

c. VEHICLES must be driven slowly and carefully on access roads and in the parking
lot. Excessive speeds and any other form of annoyance to our neighbors must be
avoided.

d. All bicycle riders will use the bicycle stall and ride carefully; they must keep off
private property, and must respect the property of our neighbors.

e. Loss of membership cards should be reported to the pool office immediately.

f. Cost of any property damage by members or guests will be charged to the
responsible member; willful damage of Club property will result in suspension of
membership.

g. Members are encouraged to limit consumption of food or refreshments to the
Picnic Areas. Members and their guests are expected to clean up after themselves
and deposit garbage, etc in the available waste bins.
